 Technical Documentation                         Fall 2002

Objective: Prepare the technical documentation for the Scotland Yard Project.

Description: You will create technical documentation (TC) for the Scotland Yard Project that you designed and implemented in Project 2 and Project 3. TC shall include a User Manual, and a Developer Manual. Assume that you have packaged the executable and the source code in a zip file scotlandyard.zip.

User Manual: User manual is like the instruction manual you get with any appliance, game or a tool you buy. It shows how to install, assemble and use the product. 

· The first part of the user manual should contain a brief outline of the components and functionality of the program from the users perspective. 

· The second part of the user manual will tell a user how to (i) unzip the file, (ii) compile the files, and prepare the executable (iii) run the application. (Special commercial tools are available for this process; Ex: InstallShield) 

· The last part will tell the user the various components of the games board, how to play the game, the win and loose conditions, the strategies etc. You may cut and paste information from the project description/proposal for this part. 

· It is a simple text file.

Developer Manual: Developer manual explains the design and implementation details of the application. This is meant for a person who wants to understand your design and coding, internal structure and function in order to modify and/or extend the code.

· Brief description of the application.

· Design represented by the class diagram. 

· Pseudo code for important parts of the implementation. Ex: For main game control; for the strategies used.

· README list/table that lists the file names and the purpose. Ex: 

Location.java:  Defines a station on the Scotland Yard Board  

· Make sure you code has internal documentation as described in project4_comments.

· This may be file format that can embed figures since we have a class diagram. Preferably a word document or a pdf document.

Bundle it up: Put the user manual in UserManual.txt and developer manual in DeveloperManual.doc or DeveloperManual.pdf. Place the two files in your scotlandyard directory along with the code. Create a zip file of all the files and submit it.
