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Instructions: Sample SAX Parser and the Weather.com XML Data Feed
1. Register with weather.com at http://www.weather.com/services/xmloap.html and get your own partner ID and license key.
2. The sample SAX Parser code can be found at: 
· $PUBLIC_SPACE/cse4586/sample/WeatherParser.tar
3. Unzip the package using the tar –xvf command
4. There are 3 classes within the weatherparser package. They can be found at: ../WeatherParser/src/weatherparser/*.java. They are described below:
· WeatherBean.java: The value bean that contains weather information that’s parsed from the XML file
· WeatherHandler.java: The XML parser handler class that will parse the XML file
· Main.java: The class containing the public static void main function, which will call on the parser, and display the results at the end of the parse
5. Make the following changes to the Main.java file:
· Substitute your partner id for the PARTNER_ID variable value provided.
· Substitute your license key for the LICENSE_KEY variable value provided.
6. Move to the ../WeatherParser/src/ folder and compile the 3 classes using
·  javac weatherparser/*.java

7. You can now execute the parser:
· java weatherparser.Main <zip-code>
· e.g. java weatherparser.Main 14223
