Running your Client From Pollux
Starting:
1.  First create a directory on pollux (say client).

2. Then download the file client-java.zip to this directory.

3. Make a new directory named bin and unzip the file client-java.zip here.

Configuration:

4.  Go to your home directory and edit the .cshrc file. Add the following lines

setenv JAVA_HOME /projects/Spring_2005/cse587/mhvora/public/j2se

setenv CLIENT_DIR <path to directory created in 1>
set path = ( $path ${JAVA_HOME}/bin  $CLIENT_DIR/bin)

Save the .cshrc file and do 'source .cshrc' at the command prompt. Now your path variables are updated. 

Copying your jars:

5. After your service is deployed on the Grid, you can copy your jars generated when you built you gar to pollux. They will be in your source code directory/build/lib. You will have to copy both these jars to pollux.

You can use sftp pollux.cse.buffalo.edu

And then put  <jar-name>.jar.

6. Now once copied to pollux, move them to your client directory (step 1). Create a directory called lib. Move them into this lib directory.

Note: Naming of both directory’s bin and lib are important in order to add the required files to your classpath.
7. Once the container is up and running on the Grid, you can now compile and run your clients from your $CLIENT_DIR directory on pollux.
Compile:

c-javac < path to Client >

Running

c-java < path to client > < Address of service on the Grid > <arguments >
